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Chanukah

Description:
The Festival of Lights commemorates the military victory of the Jewish people
over persecution and religious oppression in 165 B.C.E. In addition, it recalls
the miraculous kindling of the Temple Menorah (candelabrum), in which a small flask
of oil lasted for eight days. The candles are lit beginning on the eve of the first day.

oriented meals at which the story of Exodus is retold, are celebrated.
