· Rosa Parks (her courage launched the civil rights movement)

· Mahatma Gandhi (nonviolent philosophy paved the way for Indian independence)

· Harriet Tubman (runaway slave who led hundreds to safety)

· Trung Nhi & Trung Trac (Vietnamese sisters who defeated the Chinese army)

· Shirin Ebadi (Nobel Peace Prize winner who continues to fight for women’s rights amid many death threats)

· Mother Theresa (worked tirelessly for the poor and impoverished in India)

· Dr. Martin Luther King Jr (human rights icon)

· Irena Sendler (Polish Catholic who saved 2,500 children during the Holocaust)

· Nelson Mandela (South African civil rights leader)

· Paul Rusesabagina (fought genocide in Rwanda)
